“Waving-off” is the graduation exhibition by Class 108 of Department of
Visual Arts and Design of NUTN. In the process of creating, the artists
broke free from all limitations in displaying their self-consciousness
through their artworks, and engaging audience to interact with them
via these works to ultimately open a new vision frontier. Surfing on
the fading frontal waves helps elevate these artists onto higher and
more splendid waving-offs, thus manifest infinite possibilities.

It is true that once youth
is gone it's gone, and the glorious history indeed is disappearing. This is
where humanity records may finally end.

The artworks displayed in this exhibition include works by alumni
aged 35-65 of National Taiwan University of Arts. It is the PART |
of the group exhibition by its outstanding alumni who never stop
creating artworks. Each and every one of them has his/her unique
style in the visual art domain and they would love to show the public
the creativity of students of College of Fine Arts of the National
Taiwan University of Arts.
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Sange: Scattered Flowers - Hung-Tai Li's Solo Exhibition
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In its simplest form, Sange ( &3 ) refers to the scattering or dispersing of
flower petals in awe and admiration. British poet William Blake’s popular
poem “To see a World in a Grain of Sand and a Heaven in a Wild Flower”
sees just a single flower as a tiny reflection of much greater beauty. Taken
together, these references are reminders of how floral blossoms or fallen
leaves depict the beauty of life. The exhibition Sange: Scattered Flowers
flows from this theme.

The body of work is divided into three parts: ‘Seasonal Flora’,
*Southern Island’, and ‘Exotic Land’. Sprinkled with gold or silver
powder using the Maki-e technique, the lacquered artworks express
not only the feature of the natural matter but also the interwoven
effect of light and color.
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The Group Exhibition of Color Ink Paintings
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Under Mr. Bai Zong-Ren's teaching which is traditional on the inside and
innovative on the outside, members of this group exhibition are inspired
to their art creative potential and ideas that lead to their enthusiasm for
creating paintings of their unique style. Artists are keen on displaying their
ideas of nature freely and passionately through their paintings. Everyone’s
presence and suggestions are a pleasure to us and hopefully great
resonance of art ideas and thoughts will be found via this exhibition.

The exhibited paintings are works of artists to express their passion
as well as spiritual realization after experiencing the magnificence
of mountains and the nourishment from nature.
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South Wind Rises: Asia-Pacific Contemporary Art
Exhibition
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The “Formosa” area of our annual themed exhibition is an exhibition
of artworks that combined interactive media, contemporary art
incorporated with game installation and art pieces by 6 Taiwanese
rising artists, such as “"The Plant Jungle” — a green multi-media
interactive installation, “Making Big Money” — a contemporary artwork
incorporated with game installation by Li Wen-Zheng and “The Drifting
Journey of Bags” by the famous designer Liu Jing-Wei.

The exhibition will display ink paintings from “the Heart Series”
by artist Fang Zhi-Wei. The artist specializes in animal-themed ink
paintings. Using “macaques” as the subject of his research, the artist
expresses his feelings for families by observing animal behavior. Many
of the exhibited paintings are created with gold foils and colors. Colors
are used instead of ink and ink is used as a secondary color. The
“adding power” technique of Lingnan School of painting is applied so
that paintings of this series display the spirits of “animals” and “beasts”
while demonstrating the artist’s feelings for things around his daily life.
