not conflicting at all; ANO creates glamorous colors via lights, paints
and mirror reflections that make you feel as if you were in an endless
circle of colors; the multimedia interactive installation art created by
Hu Jin-Xiang has two different subjects which are displayed via the
participation of many people.

All of the artists have their own unique, lively interpretations of the
space which enhances viewers’ appreciation of the already-charming
Nan-Hai Theatre.

Artist residing in Canada WU-TZANQ LIAW Solo Exhibition
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Mr. Wu-Tzanq Liaw explores the artistic and cultural features of Taiwan and
Canada from a new perspective and integrates the humanity and cultural
elements of both nations. Excelling at design and painting, Mr. Liaw displays
a coordinated and blended style that goes between “clear expression” in an
intellectual way and “strong and powerful expression” in a sentimental way.
He attaches great importance to the composition’s structure and creates
paintings of meticulous design in beautiful, bright colors.

Most of the exhibited works are oils. The inspiration for Mr. Liaw’s creations
comes from the unique natural landscapes and diverse humanistic, cultural
and artistic elements in Taiwan and Canada. With his well-coordinated
style of “meticulous style and freestyle", Mr. Liaw’s paintings display the
beauty of the unique cultural images of the two nations.
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Faint Fragrance Floating—The Art of Nieh Hui-Yun
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For “Faint Fragrance Floating — The Art of Nieh Hui-Yun”, the artist uses
meticulous heavy colors as her media to depict the artistic conception and
circumstances of Eastern humanities and culture. Her paintings include four
aspects: 1. to display good times, life in Taiwan and Taiwan's natural history;
2. to display her observation of 21% century economic development and
reflect on current female consciousness and social phenomena; 3. to depict
her realization through religion and self-knowledge and by helping others
achieve realization after entering her middle age and having a different
mindset; 4. to inject new cultural heritage through the creativity of Chinese
calligraphy and art by working with folk arts and craftsmanship.
